The following screen shot depicts the lay out of the Simple e-Book Spreadsheet when single PDF File contains the complete book. In this use case User should make sure that PDF FILE NAME Column contains the name of the PDF only once. If User repeats the name of the PDF file in multiple rows of the PDF FILE NAME column then system will throw a validation error message. Another important thing to notice here is, in the TOC ENTRY Column User can mentioned the TOC Sections like Front Matter, Chapter 1, Chapter 2 etc. 
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Use Case 2: Chapter by chapter PDF

The following screen shot depicts the lay out of the Simple e-Book Spreadsheet when there are Chapter-by-Chapter PDFs for a title. In this use case User should make sure that PDF FILE NAME Column contains the name of the PDF only once for a chapter. If User repeats the name of the PDF file in multiple rows of the PDF FILE NAME column then system will throw a validation error message.

Use Case 3: Page by Page PDF
The following screen shot depicts the lay out of the Simple e-Book Spreadsheet when there are page-by-page PDFs for a title. 
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Important Note:

· In the Simple e-Book Spreadsheet, there should be minimum one row with proper value (e.g. ABC.PDF) in the PDF FILE NAME Column. System will throw a validation error if in all the rows the value of PDF FILE NAME Column is blank/empty.

· The name of the PDF FILE NAME Column should match with the PDF Files kept in the Simple e-Book Package. If file names does not match between the PDF FILE NAME Column value and PDFs kept in the package then system will throw a validation error.

	The value of this column is populated in the ToCEntry section of the Book Information XML. 

There are several use cases around TOC ENTRY column because it is directly dependent upon the PDF FILE NAME Column and INCLUDE IN TOC Column. Since TOC ENTRY Column is not mandatory and can have value as blank/empty so it is really important that User is aware of following use cases to make sure that Book Information XML gets generated successfully and Ingestion to Authoring Server goes flawlessly.

1. Use Case 1: 

TOC ENTRY Column – BLANK/EMPTY

INCLUDE IN TOC Column – YES

PDF FILE NAME Column – Name of the PDF e.g. ABC.PDF

Resolution: In this use case the ToCEntry section of the Book Information XML will be populated using the value present in PDF File Name Column i.e. ABC.PDF.

2. Use Case 2: 

TOC ENTRY Column – BLANK/EMPTY

INCLUDE IN TOC Column – YES or NO

PDF FILE NAME Column – BLANK/EMPTY

Resolution: In this use case User will have to enter a valid value (e.g. Front Matter etc) in either TOC Entry Column or PDF FILE NAME column and cannot put blank/empty value in both these Columns together. Also User need to make sure that Include in TOC Column has value as YES.

3. Use Case 3: 

TOC ENTRY Column – Front Matter

INCLUDE IN TOC Column – NO

PDF FILE NAME Column – BLANK/EMPTY

Resolution: In this use case User will have to make sure that value of INCLUDE IN TOC Column has value as YES. If it is no then system will throw a validation error and will log the validation error in the log file which will be sent to the User as an attachment in the notification e-mail.

	The PDF PAGE NUMBERS Column of the Simple e-Book Spreadsheet represents the various PAGE RANGES appearing in a single PDF. This specially holds true for the title which are either represented in Single PDF or Chapter-by-Chapter PDFs. The main purpose of this Column is to cover different page ranges within a single PDF. Many a times single PDF has page ranges in ARABIC, ROMAN or TIP IN pages e.g. in the given screen shot below for CHAPTER1.PDF there are 10 pages numbered in ARABIC, 5 pages numbered in ROMAN numeral and 2 TIP IN Pages 4A, 4B after Page 4 and PDF PAGE NUMBERS Column depicts the format to represent it. 
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Important Notes:

· Page ranges mentioned in the PDF PAGE NUMBERS column should be continuous and should be as per their appearance in the PDF file. For example, in the example mentioned below if by mistake User puts the page range 5 to 10 before 1 to 4 then system will throw a validation error.

· The different page ranges should be separated by COMMA as shown in the example above.

· A single page number like 4A, 4B is valid Page Range and can be entered in the PDF PAGE NUMBER column as shown above. 

· The PDF PAGE NUMBERS Column need to be populated only for those entries where PDF FILE NAME Column has proper value in it. If PDF FILE NAME Column is blank/empty then PDF PAGE NUMBERS Column should also be blank/empty, as shown above in the example for ROW NO 3 (TOC ENTRY: The Scope of Anthropology).

· If a Chapter PDF start from page number 11 and ends on page number 25 with no TIP IN Pages in between or no other page range like ROMAN in between then in that case there is no need to populate the PDF PAGE NUMBER Column. Although if User wants they can put value “11 to 25” in the PDF PAGE NUMBER Column. But if User wants to be more precise then in this case User can enter values in the START PAGE NUMBER and END PAGE NUMBER Column as shown above where Chapter 2 page range is from 11 to 25 and it is populated in the START PAGE and END PAGE. In this scenario if User populates the PDF PAGE NUMBERS Column with value “11 to 25” and also populates START PAGE NUMBER and END PAGE NUMBER with values 11 and 25 then in this case PDF PAGE NUMBERS column will take precedence.

· The START PAGE NUMBER Column has a dependency on the INCLUDE IN TOC Column. This field is used to determine the start page number of TOC entry.

4.3.5 Simple eBook Glossary Spreadsheet – Important Instructions for special characters in WINDOWS Platform:

Depending upon the title, the GLOSSARY MASTER TERM, TERM and GLOSSARY DEFINITION may contain (math equations, symbols, sup/sub script, accented characters etc) and User need to make sure that they fill this information correctly in the Spreadsheet. The following sections explain how to fill the spreadsheet data for special characters (GLOSSARY DEFINITION column has been taken as an example but same steps can be followed for GLOSSARY MASTET TERM and TERM).

4.3.5.1 Equations Represented as Image:

If GLOSSARY DEFINITION contains mathematical expression then User need to make sure of following:

· User should have the image representation of all the equations.

· Once User acquires the image representation of the equations then s/he need to populate the ”MEDIA FILE” column of the spreadsheet with the name of the image. Similarly as mentioned in the section 4.2, User need to populate the MEDIA FILE TYPE, MEDIA WIDTH and MEDIA HEIGHT columns also.

· User need not enter value in GLOSSARY DEFINITION column if equation is represented as an image. If for a TERM, User has filled GLOSSARY DEFINITION column and value in any of the column “Term Audio File”, “Definition Audio File”, “Term and Definition Audio File” and “Media File” then value entered in GLOSSARY DEFINITION supersedes and system will ignore values entered in other columns.

4.3.5.2 Equations Represented as Expression:

The addition of &#x is required because XML processing requires it to understand that the given value is a Unicode character. The value in the spreadsheet for √2 should be &#x221A;2
Step 10) After performing the step 9 the spreadsheet will display expression √2 + √3 = 3.14 as follows:

4.3.5.4 Symbols:

If User wants to insert some symbols on the DEFINITION column then s/he should follow the same steps as mentioned in the Equation Represented as Expression and instead of selecting the SUBSET as MATHEMATICAL OPERATORS s/he should select the SUBSET which has the desired symbol.

4.3.6 Simple e-Book Glossary Spreadsheet – Important Instructions for special characters in MAC Platform:

Depending upon the title, the GLOSSARY MASTER TERM, TERM and GLOSSARY DEFINITION may contain (math equations, symbols, sup/sub script, accented characters etc) and User need to make sure that they fill this information correctly in the Spreadsheet. The following sections explain how to fill the spreadsheet data for special characters (GLOSSARY DEFINITION column has been taken as an example but same steps can be followed for GLOSSARY MASTET TERM and TERM).

4.3.6.2 Equations Represented as Expression:

To insert equations as an expression MAC User has to use CHARACTER PALETTE feature of MAC OS. By default the Character Palette feature of MAC OSX is not enabled and User will have to perform following steps to enable it:

Step 2) Click Input Menu and then click the checkboxes next to Character Palette and "Show Input menu in menu bar."

 Once above mentioned 2 steps are performed successfully then User needs to perform steps to insert expressions.

· If GLOSSARY DEFINITION contains mathematical expression and User wants to enter these expressions directly in the spreadsheet then s/he needs to make sure of following:

Simple eBook Workflow:

1. If  CustomHotspot and CustomGlossary spread sheet/Glossary V2 xml are available:

a. CM will look for all the region hotspot of type “glossaryterm”

4.6 XML Processing Logic

Following are the xml processing logic

1. If bookinfo xml already exists then application first tries to validate it. If bookinfo xml is not valid then it aborts the remaining operation

2. If bookinfo xml is valid and manifest xml does not exist then it creates the manifest xml on the basis of bookinfo xml and the available spreadsheets (for flag).

3. If bookinfo xml is valid and an invalid manifest xml exist then it aborts the remaining operation

4. If bookinfo xml is valid and a valid manifest xml exists then it processes the operation on the basis of operations selected using UI and the flagged set in the manifest xml (content manager section). For example if bookinfo=”1” is set in the manifest xml (content manager section) then even if bookinfo xml exists it will re-create the bookinfo xml. This is same for the remaining supported flag. (Supported flag which are being processed: bookinfo, glossary, basket, pdffiles).

4.7 PDF Processing Logic

Following are the pdf processing logic.

d. Following validations are performed on the created low-res PDF files:

· Check whether all the generated PDF files are less than the Hard Threshold value (currently set to 450KB per page) 

If any of the above validation fails then error message is sent to the user in “Simple eBook Transformation.log” for Simple eBook and “ContentValidationReport.log” for Standard eBook.

4.8.1 Preview iPad PDFs
In the ProcessedPagesHTMLReport.html, two new columns, ‘Preview iPad PDF’ and ‘Download iPad PDF’ have been added to provide an easy review of created iPad PDF very early in the title processing life cycle.
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When the ‘Preview iPad PDF’ link is clicked, a PDF will be displayed in a new browser window (if the browser is configured to display PDFs). When the ‘Download iPad PDF’ link is clicked, an open/save dialogue box will appear and the PDF can be saved as the <book page number>.pdf. 

For example, when the first ‘Download iPad PDF’ link above is clicked, then the iPad PDF will be saved with a file name of ”i.pdf”. The file name of this downloadable iPad PDF is derived from the page number, not the file name of the original source PDF.

5 Multi-state Variant Ingestion

A Schools eText may have multiple versions associated with it: (a) National Version and (b) several State Versions. This section elaborates the work flow around ingestion of the Multi-state Variant Creation, assuming a National or Master Version is ingested first in the Authoring Tool.


Steps and Business Rules: Multi-state Ingestion:

Step 1) Production Team User has already ingested the NATIONAL VERSION of the title.

Step 2) To ingest the STATE VERSION of the same title, Production Team User opens the 

Authoring Tool and exports the EBOOK EXPORT package of the earlier ingested National Version.

Step 3) Once user receives the email notification of successful eBook export, log on to the Content Manager web Application and select the title whose derivative (State Variant) needs to be created.

Step 4) Now, browse through to the “Offline Packaging” tab. In the “Generate Derivative Package” section, the values corresponding to the “Parent eBook ID”, “Workflow”, “Business Unit” fields should be pre populated with those of the title whose derivative needs to be created. If the user wishes to verify the correctness of the parent eBook ID, he/she can do so by clicking on the “verify” button. If the entered eBook ID is correct then its workflow, business unit and name of title will be displayed on the UI otherwise failure message will be shown, as applicable.

Step 5) Now, enter the name of the derivative title and press “Generate Derivative e-Book” button. Please refer to the screen shot below for details.
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Important Notes:  

i. Here title refers to the name title folder created on CM FTP.

ii. User should refrain from creating the derivative package manually and should use the CM Application.

iii. Revalidation or uploading and publishing of derivative title should be done using the simple/standard ebook workflow, as applicable.

The e-Book+ Content Manager Release 2 supports the Accessibility workflow where NIMAS Vendor can perform following steps:

· Validate the NIMAS (National Instructional Materials Accessibility Standard) source content
· Convert NIMAS source content to Accessible HTMLs
· Validate the generated Accessible HTMLs
· Publish the generated HTMLs to the FINAL distribution folder.

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7.1.1 NIMAS Source Content Validation

The NIMAS Source Content Validation involves following steps:

Step 1) Log-in into the Content Manager FTP Server (depending upon the environment – CERT, PROD the FTP URL will change.)

Step 2) On the FTP navigate to the following folder location:

Step 3) Inside accessibleebook folder there are 4 sub folders specific to each business unit. These folders are CURRICULUM, INTERNATIONAL, HIGHERED and CUSTOM 

Step 4) If we assume that User is processing a title named FREEMAN for CURRICULUM Business Unit then s/he should navigate to the CURRICULUM folder present inside ftp://ftp.ebookcm.pearsoncmg.com/accessibleebook folder. 

Step 5) Inside CURRICULUM folder, User should create a folder named freeman. 

Step 6) Inside folder freeman, User should create a sub-folder named nimas. 

Step 7) Copy the following files to the nimas folder: 

1. NIMAS XML File 

2. OPF File 

3. Create a folder named images and copy the images inside it. User should ensure that images are kept as per the folder hierarchy mentioned in the NIMAS XML. If NIMAS XML mentions multiple folder hierarchy then User needs to ensure that inside images folder all sub-folders are present and actual image/s is copied inside it.

Step 8) Once copy of NIMAS Package is successful then log-in into the Content Manager Workflow UI. Depending upon the environment (CERT or PROD) this URL will change 

Step 9) After successful log-in into the Content Manager Workflow UI, navigate to the ACCESSIBILITY tab. 

Step 10) In the ACCESSIBILITY Tab, there are 3 input fields: TITLE, BUSINESS UNIT and PARENT EBOOKID. 

Step 11) In the TITLE input field, enter title folder name (in this example it will be freeman). 

Step 12) From the BUSINESS UNIT drop down select business unit where NIMAS package is uploaded (in this example it will be CURRICULUM) 

Step 13) Leave the PARENT EBOOKID field empty. 

Step 14) Click on VALIDATE NIMAS TITLE button. 

Step 15) Depending upon the size of the NIMAS Package the validation step will take somewhere from 5 to 15 mins. Wait for the notification e-mail. If validation is successful then proceed with the next step of the workflow i.e. CREATE AND VALIDATE HTMLs. If validation step is failed then refer the validation log attached in the e-mail. Analyze the log and if required correct the NIMAS Package and re-run the VALIDATE step again after uploading the updated NIMAS package.

7.1.2 NIMAS Source Content Conversion to Accessible HTMLs

The NIMAS Source Content Conversion Step involves following steps:

Step 1) Irrespective of the SUCCESS/FAILURE in step 15, User can proceed with the next step of the workflow i.e. CREATE AND VALIDATE HTMLs. 

Step 2) In the TITLE input field, enter title folder name (in this example it will be freeman). 

Step 3) From the BUSINESS UNIT drop down select business unit where NIMAS package is uploaded (in this example it will be CURRICULUM) 

Step 4) Leave the PARENT EBOOKID field empty. 

Step 5) Click on CREATE AND VALIDATE HTMLs button. 

Step 6) Depending upon the size of the title, this step could take somewhere from 15-20 mins. Once processing is complete then User will receive a notification e-mail. 

Step 7) If Accessible HTMLs are generated successfully then to analyze them, User will have to navigate to folder location on Content Manager FTP where HTMLs are created. For the example title freeman, the location of the generated HTMLs will be: 

ftp://ftp.ebookcm.pearsoncmg.com/accessibleebook/curriculum/freeman/<ebookid>/1.0/htmls (Here <ebookid> is generated by the Content Manager Application).

7.1.3 Validation of Accessible HTMLs

Step 1) If step 20 fails then notification e-mail will be sent to the User and it will contain validation log. User can analyze the validation log to rectify the rendering issues. 

Step 2) To resolve the rendering issues, if User fixes the generated HTMLs then Content Manager Application provisions for the validation of these manually changed HTMLs. For this User needs to upload the modified HTMLs on the Content Manager FTP at the following location: 

ftp://ftp.ebookcm.pearsoncmg.com/accessibleebook/curriculum/freeman/<ebookid>/1.0/htmls (Here <ebookid> is generated by the Content Manager Application).

Step 3) Once corrected HTMLs are uploaded successfully then User needs to click on VALIDATE HTMLs button.
Step 4) Depending upon success/failure in the validation step, User will receive a notification e-mail. In case of validation failure, validation log will be attached in the notification email.

7.1.4 Publish Accessible HTMLs

Step 1) Despite validation errors in the generated HTMLs, if User wants to proceed with the next steps of the workflow i.e. PUBLISH HTMLs then s/he can do so. 

Step 2) To publish the HTMLs, User should know the eBookId of the parent ebook. To determine the ebookid, User should navigate to the WORKFLOW STATUS tab. On WORKFLOW STATUS tab, User should select the radio button in front of the eBook Title for which HTMLs needs to be published. After selection User needs to click on VIEW HISTORY button present on the WORKFLOW STATUS screen. 

Step 3) It will open a VIEW HISTORY pop up window and at the top left corner User should copy the EBOOKID and then navigate to the ACCESSIBILITY tab and paste the EBOOKID in the PARENT EBOOKID input field. User should also fill the TITLE input field and select the corresponding BUSINESS UNIT. In the example title, the BUSINESS UNIT will be CURRICULUM. 

Step 4) Click on PUBLISH HTMLs button and depending upon the size of the HTML package User should receive a notification e-mail. If there is a failure in publishing the title then notification e-mail will have a validation log attached with it. 

Step 5) If User receives success notification e-mail then User should navigate to following folder hierarchy to check whether HTMLs are published or not:

Here the simpleebook is the ebook workflow to which this title belongs. Depending upon the workflow this value might change to standardebook. Similarly business unit folder might change depending upon the Business Unit for which NIMAS package is processed. The TROYKA_EPIC folder is the parent ebook title name under which HTMLs are published.
8 Improvements in Accessibility workflow

In the accessibility workflow following features has been added in R4.4.

1. Multi flow sidebar implementation.

2. Prevent dragging images.

3. MathML header include
8.1 Multi flow sidebar implementation

A utility to enable or disable multi column sidebar flow has been introduced in Content Manager.

In Accessible HTML book the content inside sidebar element used to render within black border. Till R4.3.4 Content Manager used to display sidebar a-flow and sidebar b-flow in same fashion. 

In R4.4 one checkbox has been introduced in Accessibility tab for the choice between multi-column or forced single-column sidebars.
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If this checkbox is unchecked and content producer clicks on Create and Validate HTMLs button then created HTMLs will be rendered as 36.1.1.

If this checkbox is checked and content producer clicks on Create and Validate HTMLs button then created HTMLs will be rendered as 36.2.2
8.1.1 HTML rendering without Sidebar Multi Flow 
In the following HTML sample The Witness History Audio sidebar falls under a-flow and the Note Taking sidebar falls under b-flow.  If the Multi Column Sidebar Flow checkbox is unchecked during HTML creation then both a-flow and b-flow sidebars are rendered parallel to each other.
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8.1.2 HTML rendering with Sidebar Multi Flow

In the following HTML sample The Witness History Audio sidebar falls under a-flow and the Note Taking sidebar falls under b-flow. If the Multi Column Sidebar Flow checkbox is checked during HTML creation then a-flow and b-flow sidebars are rendered in two columns as below.
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8.2 Prevent dragging images

To protect image copyright one extra layer of security has been added in accessible HTML book. Till R4.3.4 users could not save images present in Accessible ebook from IE image gallery toolbar or by right clicking on the image. But users were able to drag the image and save them.

In R4.4 this dragging of images has been disabled in Accessible ebook. Now onwards users will no more be able to drag images from HTML book.

8.3 MathML header include

To enable proper rendering of MathML expressions present in HTML book math player header is included in MathML titles.

8.3.1 System Requirement

User should have Internet Explorer (6.0 and above) and Math Player installed in his/her system.
8.3.2 MathML rendering in IE
Please note MathML expressions are only rendered with the help of Math Player in Internet Explorer. Math Player does not support browsers like Firefox or Safari.
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8.3.3 MathML rendering in Browsers except IE

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9 Offline Viewer Packaging Workflow

The Offline Viewer Packaging workflow allows the Production Team User to validate and package the CD ROM Extract for following distribution channel 

· PSN

· OCAS

· CD-ROM

The Offline Viewer Packaging Workflow steps related with Authoring Tool and Content Manager Workflow UI are mentioned below:

1. Production Team User initiates the creation of offline viewer package for a title using export features available on the Authoring Tool. Production Team User can export the offline e-Book package for CD-ROM, PSN and OCAS together or separately. As per CD-ROM specification document the exported folder for all the distribution channels will have following folder hierarchy:

2. If the exported assets have a reference to the external assets like ancillary PDFs, media files etc then Production Team User has to perform the following steps.

· Harvest the required assets and copy into the “referenceassets” folder and make sure that folder hierarchy of the assets is consistent with the relative path populated in the xmls or the relative path of the assets in the media server. 

· If the title as a variant title and the required assets is already copied in the “referenceassets” folder of the master title then no need to copy the assets again in the “referenceassets” folder of variant title. User has to make sure that in the bookinfo.xml a valid value of “mastertitlefolder” tag is populated.

3. Once export and assets harvesting for any of the distribution channels is complete then on the validation of the package using the content manager following steps will be performed.

· If required xmls are not valid against the DTD then no assets movement will be performed. 

· If required xmls are valid against the DTD and even invalid against the business logic (assets validation) then assets movement will be performed from the “referenceassets” folders to the required folder of offline package.

· An e-mail notification will be sent to the Production Team User.

Content Manager Folder Hierarchy:

The following folder hierarchy represents the complete folder structure of the TITLE folder where “fordistribution” folder represents the exported package from Authoring Tool. 

· All of the following folders should be in lower case and should not have any spaces between the folder names.

· User need to manually create following folders:

When Production Team successfully completes the export for any of the distribution channel (EBOOK EXPORT, OCAS, PSN and CD-ROM) then they will log-in into the Content Manager Workflow UI and will navigate to the “Offline Packaging” tab to perform next step of the workflow i.e. VALIDATE the exported folder and PACKAGE the exported folder as per the distribution channel. To allow Production Team User to perform VALIDATE and PACKAGING part of the workflow, user needs to use “Generate Offline Package” section of the “Offline Packaging” tab which has following UI controls on it:

· Media assets reference path(this functionality is currently unavailable)

· Workflow drop down (Simple e-Book and Standard e-Book). Default will be Simple e-Book 

· Business Unit drop down (Curriculum, Custom, Higher Ed, CTG and International). Default will be Curriculum. 

· Folder Input Field

· Distribution Channel Drop down with values as “OCAS”, “PSN” and “CD-ROM”. Default will be CD-ROM. 
· Validate button

· Package button

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The following section describes the workflow for each of the distribution channel.

9.1.1 PSN: Validation and Packaging
Step 1) Production Team User has successfully exported the PSN Package from Authoring Tool Export functionality.

Step 2) Production Team User logs-in into the Content Manager Workflow UI and navigates to the “Offline Packaging” tab.

Step 3) In the “FOLDER” input field, Production Team User enters the name of the title folder for which s/he wants to perform the validation and packaging.

Step 4) From the DISTRIBUTION CHANNEL drop down field, Production Team User selects the PSN.

Step 5) From BUSINESS UNIT drop down field, Production Team User selects the CURRICULUM.

Step 6) From WORKFLOW drop down field, Production Team User selects the SIMPLE EBOOK.

Step 7) Once selection criteria is complete, then Production Team User need to click on “VALIDATE” button,

Step 8) Depending upon the size of the exported PSN package, the Validation step will take somewhere from 5 to 15 mins or more.

Step 9) Once Validation step is complete then a notification e-mail will be sent to the Production Team User with the validation status. In case of validation failure, the notification e-mail will include validation report against each asset type.

Validation Business Rules:

· The validation step of the workflow will refer the Book Information XML, Custom Basket XML, CustomIcon XML, Region Information XML, Audio Text XML and Zoominfo XML to determine the assets which are local to the PSN/OCAS/CD-ROM package. 

· As mentioned in the section “Validation Report Naming Convention” section below, for each missing asset type there will be a corresponding validation log.

Validation Report Naming Convention:

The validation report will be generated for each missing asset type, for example, if there are 10 missing video assets and 10 missing audio assets then there will be 2 validation reports one for missing video assets and one for audio missing files. There are following types of assets for which asset specific validation report will be generated:

Validation Report Format:

The generated validation report will have following data in it column format:

· Name of the missing asset e.g. if audio file is missing then name of the audio file and the relative location.

· Reference path of the asset

Step 10) Production Team User to verify the validation report for each missing asset type 

and if required will manually acquire the missing asset and will put it on the ”referenceassets” and re-validate it.

Step 11) Once Validation step of the workflow is complete then Production Team User can 

initiate the Packaging step of the workflow. Production Team User will click on the PACKAGING button to initiate the packaging of the PSN Folder and depending upon the size of the PSN Content Folder the creation of ZIP package will take 30 mins to 60 mins. The ZIP will be created inside the /offlinepackages /PSN folder.

Step 12) Once creation of ZIP is complete then Production User will receive a notification e-

mail with success/failure. If there is a failure in the ZIP creation reason of the failure will be mentioned in the notification e-mail. In case of success, user will receive an option in email to download the generated package onto his/her system.

Step 13) To move the generated PSN package, Production Team will have to manually move it to the PSN Server.

10.1 Process the eBook Package created by eBook Conversion Toolkit

Following steps should be taken care to ingest the ebook package created by eBookConversionToolkit.

1. Go to “Standard eBook” tab

2. Populate the “Title:” filed by the ISBN for example“0123456789”

3. Select the Business Unit of the title

4. Click on “Acquire Metadata” button.
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5. Go to “Workflow Status” tab and select the title “0123456789” and click on “View History” button and get the eBookID for this title

6. Update all the XMLs by the eBookID got from step5.

7. Upload the eBook package at the Content Manger FTP

8. Go to “Standard eBook” tab

9. Populate the “Title:” filed by the ISBN for example“0123456789”

10. Select the Business Unit of the title

11. If it is a non iPad title, check the “PDF Cropping, SWF, Thumbnail & Text” check box else select the iPad PDF Processing checkbox too.
12. Click on “Create” button
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13. If SWFs and iPad PDFs (only in case of Ipad supported titles) are created successfully then click on “Validate” button

14. If title is validated successfully then click on “Upload and Publish” button to publish the title to Authoring server
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10.2 Glossary Spreadsheet:

Glossary spreadsheet cannot be ingested using Standard eBook Workflow.
10.3 Custom Hotspot Spreadsheet:

10.4 Basket Spreadsheet:

10.5 XML Processing Logic

Following are the xml processing logic

· User should upload ebook package created using toolkit. If user wishes to process some spreadsheets then he should manually update the flags in manifest.

· If bookinfo xml is valid and manifest xml does not exist then it creates the manifest xml on the basis of bookinfo xml and the available spreadsheets (for flag).

· If bookinfo xml is valid and an invalid manifest xml exist then it aborts the remaining operation.

· If bookinfo xml is valid and a valid manifest xml exists then it processes the operation on the basis of operations selected using UI and the flagged set in the manifest xml (content manager section). For example if bookinfo=”1” is set in the manifest xml (content manager section) then even if bookinfo xml exists it will re-create the bookinfo xml. This is same for the remaining supported flag. (Supported flag which are being processed: bookinfo, glossary, basket, pdffiles).

10.6 PDF Processing Logic

Please refer the details mentioned in the section PDF Processing Logic.

Notes: 

1. Acquire Metadata data is now an optional step and user can start processing without acquiring metadata for a title.

2. With Release 3.0, trigger file will cease to exist in Standard eBook workflow.

11 Selection Feature

A new feature called “Selection Feature” has included in Conent Manager workflow. User can select a title in workflow page and browse through to some other tab, data will automatically be populated.

eg – If a user selects a title whose workflow is “e-Book Accessibility”, now, when the user switches to “Accessibility” tab, the values in the “Title” and “Business Unit” fields will be pre populated. However, if the user switches to “Simple eBook” tab then no data will be populated. This is because the selection feature is based on workflow.

12 Server Usage Report

This feature enables user to generate the usage report of the CM FTP. This report will have the complete list of titles present on CM FTP along with space occupied by them.
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12.1  Sample Server Usage Report
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13 Content Cleanup and Archival Strategy

Since the total space on CM and Authoring FTP is limited, it requires regular clean up of the titles which are no longer to be processed. Currently the deletion of content from CM FTP is manual which causes many problems to production users; also, no cleaning is done to the Authoring FTP as users do not have access to the FTP. Now, this process will be auto scheduled by a Cron job which will run once in a week.

The CM Workflow maintains several versions of same title depending upon the workflow steps in which a title is. These versions are mentioned below:

· Source Content ( to be processed & reference assets for a title

· Processed Content per e-Book requirement

· E-Book package exported from Authoring for various distribution channels

· Titles under upload folder which may be processed in future.

Depending upon the workflow phase in which a title is, the Archival and Clean up strategy will change accordingly. It will be applicable for Simple eBook, Standard eBook, Accessible eBook workflow and also for the Upload workflow which is being used by production users.

Based on the archival period, mails will be sent to pre defined distribution list on following dates:

1. First mail will be sent 15 days before the archival date along with attached spreadsheet having list of titles whose cleanup dates are approaching.

2. Second mail will be sent 7 days before the archival date along with attached spreadsheet having list of titles whose cleanup dates are approaching.

3. Third mail will be sent on the actual deletion date with attached spreadsheet having list of titles which have been deleted.

If a user wishes that his/her title should not be deleted after the archival date then he/she should place a donotdelete.txt file inside the title folder. This will ensure that none of the above specified contents will be deleted. Since, the version folder at Authoring FTP is a replica of version folder at CM FTP and can only be used once, so, it will always be deleted on its archival date.

The name of donotdelete.txt file could be in any case, some of the possible names could be:

1. DONOTDELETE.TXT

2. donotdelete.txt

3. DoNotDelete.txt

13.1 Sample Notification Report
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14 Re-ingesting a Title

Many times when a title has been ingested in CM it requires updating of certain xml or pdf data, however, it has been observed time and again that while re-ingesting at title, due to manual errors, Authoring done on the title gets deleted causing rework on the title. In order to save this it is recommended to do an ebook export of the title each time before re-ingestion.
Following items can be reingested and updated through Content Manager:

1. bookinfo.xml

2. basket.xml 

3. regioninfo.xml

4. glossary.xml

5. pdf files
6. iPad PDF files
14.1 Re-ingestion of bookinfo xml

There could be two scenarios for updating the bookinfo, they are:

i. Updating the book Metadata: User needs to update the metadata section of bookifo.xml and ingest the title with bookinfo flag in authoring-ingestion-manifest section of manifest xml as “1”.

ii. Updating the book TOC: User needs to update the TOC entries and ingest the title with bookinfo and replaceTOC flag in authoring-ingestion-manifest section of manifest xml as “1”. If replaceTOC attribute is missing in manifest then Application will presume the flag to be “1”.
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14.2 Re-ingestion of basket xml

User needs to update the basket.xml and ingest the title with bookinfo and basket flag in authoring-ingestion-manifest section of manifest xml as “1”. If a user has created a basket in Authoring and he/she creates and ingests a new basket with same name as that of the one created in Authoring, then the basket Authored at Authoring will not be updated and a new basket with same name will be created i.e. there will be two baskets with same name. This is done so as to preserve user Authored baskets from accidental update.
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14.3 Re-ingestion of regioninfo xml

There could be two scenarios for updating the regioninfo, they are:

i. Updating region hotspots for complete title: User needs to update the regioninfo.xml and ingest the title with bookinfo and regioninfo flag in authoring-ingestion-manifest section of manifest xml as “1”.
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ii. Updating region hotspots for certain chapter(s): User needs to update the regioninfo.xml and ingest the title with bookinfo and regioninfo flag in authoring-ingestion-manifest section of manifest xml as “1”. Also, user needs to keep the value of replaceregions attribute for the pdfpages, whose regions needs to be updated, as “1”.
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14.4 Re-ingestion of glossary xml

User needs to update the glossary.xml and ingest the title with bookinfo and glossary flag in authoring-ingestion-manifest section of manifest xml as “1”
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14.5  Re-ingestion of pdf files

In order to add pdf file user needs to perform following steps:

Manifest xml:

Add <pdfpage> tag for the pdf to be added

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Now, increase the value of count attribute of <edition> tag (refer screenshot below) by the page count of added pdf

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Bookinfo xml:

Increase the count attribute of <edition> tag by the page count of the added pdf.

Update the TOC entries with the reference to new pdf added. 
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In order to delete pdf file user needs to perform following steps:

Manifest xml:

In the authoring-ingestion-manifest section of manifest xml, browse through to the <pdfpages> tag whose file attribute contains the name of pdf which needs to be deleted or from which page needs to be deleted.

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1. Now, replace the <updatedpages> tag (refer screenshot above) with <deletedpages> tag. 
If user wants to delete the complete pdf, we will provide value as “all” in pagenumber attribute of <page> tag.
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     If user wants to delete a specific page in a pdf, we will provide exact page number in pagenumber attribute of <page> tag.
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     Please note, remove the replaceregions attribute when you are using <deletedpages> tag.

1. Now, reduce the value of count attribute of <pdfpages> tag (refer screenshot above) by 1 (number of pages to be deleted) as we are deleting a page from the pdf. 

2. Reduce the value of count attribute of <edition> tag by 1 (number of pages to be deleted). 
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Bookinfo xml:

· Browse through to the <pdfpages> tag whose file attribute contains the name of pdf which needs to be deleted or from which page needs to be deleted. Update pagerange element as follows 

i.         The page to be deleted is the first page of the pagerange, increase the value of start attribute of <pagerange> tag by 1 and update the count attribute accordingly.
ii.       The page to be deleted is the last page of the pagerange, update the count attribute accordingly.
iii.      The page to be deleted is in the middle of pagerange, split the pagerange to two. (refer screenshot below)

· Update the TOC entries if they have any reference to deleted page in startpage and endpage attribute. 
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1. Update the count attribute of pdfpages accordingly. 

2. Reduce the value of count attribute of <edition> tag by one. 

Regioninfo xml:
Delete all the regions referencing the page to be deleted.

Basket xml
Delete/update all the basket entries referencing the page to be deleted.

In order to delete multiple pages user will have to use multiple <page> tags. Please refer screen shot below for details.
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14.6 Re-ingestion of iPad PDF files

The re-ingestion workflow is similar to PDF files re-ingestion. Please refer the above secion for details. 


15 Media Harvesting
Currently, in order to transfer media assets to offline packages, production users need to download media assets manually from the “Media Server” which is a tedious task. In order to facilitate the downloading of the assets from the media server, the manual process has been automated using CM web application. User needs to provide the relative path of the asset to be downloaded and the title to which it needs to be downloaded; all the assets will be downloaded to referenceassets folder of that title.
There are following two approaches to achieve this:

15.1 Auto Media Harvesting (Preferred approach) 
On pressing the Validate button, Content Manager will automatically download the assets referenced in the XML files (basket, glossary and page) will download them one by one. This approach ensures that only the assets referenced in the XML are downloaded.

15.2 Acquiring assets from a given folder
Following steps should be followed

1. Browse to the Offline Packaging tab, in the Generate Offline Package section, the values in the “Workflow”, “Business Unit” and “Title” fields should be pre-populated with those of the Title for which media assets are to be downloaded.

2. Enter the relative the relative path of the folders/files in the “Media Assets” field.

3. Click the “Acquire Assets” button.

Please refer screen shot below for details
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Following business rules are present:

1. Root folders cannot be downloaded from the media server. User need to provide path to child directories.

Folders that cannot be downloaded: media, ab, alt, aw, bc, curriculum, ebookplus, intl, long, pc, pcp, peachpit, pegasus, ph, ptg, shared

2. The relative path of the asset which needs to be downloaded should start from any of the following folders:

media, ab, alt, aw, bc, curriculum, ebookplus, intl, long, pc, pcp, peachpit, pegasus, ph, ptg, shared
15.3 Approach to enter the Media Assets Field:
Media harvesting will be done on the basis of the following value configured in the Authoring server
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1. Harvest Media other then the “Audio Text” assets

Populate the following value in the “Media Assets” field of Content Manager “Offline Package” tab, to harvest the assets from Media server

i. “/ebookplus/testing/ebookBiologyCampbell/flv”
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ii. “/ebookplus/testing/ebookBiologyCampbell/image”
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iii. “/ebookplus/testing/ebookBiologyCampbell/mp3”
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iv. “/ebookplus/testing/ebookBiologyCampbell/swf”
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v. “/ebookplus/testing/ebookBiologyCampbell/url”
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Content Manager will automatically download all the assets and will also create the sub folder hierarchies.
2. Harvest Media for “Audio Text” assets
Media harvesting for Audio text assets are different from all the remaining assets. Audio text assets are different from the other assets as follow:

· “Audio text assets” field must be ends with either  “audiotext/mp3” or “audiotext/mp4”

· This condition has been applied to keep the audio text assets organized in the offline package (CDROM, PSN or OCAS). 

· In the offline package “audiotext/mp3” or “audiotext/mp4” must be created to hold the audio text assets.
Due to the above condition the media harvesting for Audio Text assets should be done by excluding the “audiotext/mp3” or “audiotext/mp4” from the URL configured in the Authoring server.

Steps:

a. For example the “Audio-Text-Synch” is configured in the Authoring server as given below

“/ebookplus/testing/ebookBiologyCampbell/url/audio/audiotext/mp3”
b. Remove the “audiotext/mp3” from the configured “Audio-Text-Synch” URL and use “/ebookplus/testing/ebookBiologyCampbell/url/audio” to harvest the audio text assets using Content Manager. i.e. “/ebookplus/testing/ebookBiologyCampbell/url/audio” should be populated in the “Media Assets” text field.
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Content Manager will automatically download all the audio text assets and will also create the required sub folder hierarchies as “audiotext/mp3” and will put all the audio text assets inside “audiotext/mp3”.
16 High-Res to Low-Res PDF conversion

 In order to proof read the generated swfs and to extract the text from the pdf, pdf needs to be transferred to the respective users. In order to achieve a speedy transfer of pdf files, hi-ser files need to be converted to low-res files which are lighter in size and require less time and band-width to download. This can be accomplished using the CM workflow; this functionality has been enabled in Simple eBook workflow using the UI option and in Standard eBook workflow using the manifest.xml

1. Steps to be followed using Simple eBook Workflow: 
In Simple eBook workflow low res processing will be driven by UI.

Step 1)  Browse through to the “Simple eBook” tab, values in “Title” and “Business Unit” fields would be pre populated with those of the Title for which hi to low PDF conversion needs to be done.

Step 2)  Check the “High Res PDF To Low Res PDF” checkbox and click on the create button.

Step 3)  Browse through to the “Workflow Status” tab, check the status of the title; it should be “Low Resolution Pdf Conversion Initiated”.

Step 4)  On Successful conversion, user will receive email informing successful conversion to low res PDF.

Step 5)  Open the email, click on the “Click Here” link, low res PDF files will be downloaded to user’s system.

Please see screenshot below for reference.
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2. Steps to be followed using Standard eBook Workflow:
In Standard eBook workflow low res processing will be driven by manifest.xml

Step 1)  In order to process a title using “Standard eBook” there should be an entry for the title in CM system and ebook package should be present.

Step 2)  In the “content manager manifest” section of the manifest.xml, value of the lowresprocessing attribute of the <contents> tag should be “1”.

Step 3)  Place the trigger file to start title processing.
Step 4)  Browse through to the “Workflow Status” tab, check the status of the title; it should be “Low Resolution Pdf Conversion Initiated”.

Step 5)  On Successful conversion, user will receive email informing successful conversion to low res PDF.

Step 6)  Open the email, click on the “Click Here” link, low res PDF files will be downloaded to user’s system

Following business rules are present:

1) If other processing are also to be performed along with low res conversion then low res conversion would be the last process to be performed. 

2) Email notifying success/failure of the low res conversion will be different than the normal notification mail.

3) Entire contents of hi-res-pdf folder will be converted to low-res-pdf irrespective of pdfpages information present in manifest xml. 
17 Audio-Text Workflow

In ebook+ workflow, a new feature of text-to-speech conversion is added. Now, in Viewer Application user can hear the text of the ebook by a simple click.

Following steps need to be followed to ingest the audio-text package as part of ebook package:

1. Production user has already created the ebook package using the Simple eBook or Standard eBook workflow. 

2. In the “Workflow Status” tab, select the title for which audio-text functionality needs to be enabled. Now, browse through to the “Audio Text Synch Up” tab, the values in the “Workflow”, “Business Unit”, “Title” and “Media Server” field should be pre populated with those that of the title. User can select the Language in which audio-text package needs to be created by using “Language” drop down, default Language is English.

3. The value in “Media Server” field is pre-populated with the media server path, user needs to add the relative path of the directory on the media sever to the pre-populated path. User needs to make sure the path should always end in “/audiotext/mp3” and also need to ensure that audio files are copied on the same path inside title directory.

4. Now, press the “Upload” button on the UI and the required assets will be uploaded to the designated VPG FTP server.

5. VPG team will send back the required assets for the Audio Text Synch up to Content Manager FTP server and will notify the user about the same. 

6. Now, validate the package provided by VPG team by pressing the “Validate” button.

7. Once validation is complete, package the assets provided by VPG team with the eBook package by pressing the “Package” button.

8. Use Simple/Standard eBook Workflow, as applicable, to validate and upload the updated ebook package to Authoring Server.
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18 Zoom Area Ingestion

Currently, Content Manager does not support creation of white board xml. However, CM supports ingestion of the xml generated after creating zoomareas at Authoring Server and then performing an EBOOK EXPORT for the title.

19 Custom Icon XML Ingestion
There is a feature in the Authoring by which the hotspot can be displayed as an icon instead of a simple highlight. This is achieved by using custom icons for various types like audio, video, email etc. Toolbar is an icon provided on the Top Navigation Bar of the Viewer application. Toolbars is a feature through which a user can navigate directly to any of the Baskets, Page number, image etc just by a click on the toolbar icon. Using this XML, a Content Producer can ingest the custom icons for both eText and iPad mode.

After successful ingestion the changes will be reflected in the Upload Custom Icon Page under the authoring Menu.
Along with each of the icons there will be a button “Revert to Default icon”. On clicking on this button, the changes made by the customicon.xml for that type of icon gets washed off and the default icon will be displayed.

Below is the screenshot of the “Upload Custom Icon” page for the ingested customicon.xml.
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Case III:

The icons of the various types (email, video etc) can also be changed from the “Upload Custom Icons “section in the “Upload custom icon” page.

The user can upload any icon by clicking on Browse and uploading the icon from his local system.

19.3 Display on Authoring/Viewer
19.3.1 Toolbars:

Toolbars is a feature provided to the end user through which he/she can navigate to any of the Baskets, Page number etc just by a click on the toolbar icon, depending on the attribute “linktype” associated with the particular toolbar. The toolbars are visible on the top Navigation Bar on the Viewer/Preview.

On clicking on these toolbar icons the respective linked item (“linkvalue”) opens up.

Examples:

1. For toolbar1 the “linktype” is pagenumber and the “linkvalue” is “1”, then on clicking on toolbar1 icon the user will be navigated to page no.1

2. For toolbar1 if the “linktype” is basket and the “linkvalue” is “Table of Contents”, and then on clicking on toolbar1 icon the Table of contents pop up will appear.

Note 1: The maximum no. of toolbars that can be displayed is 3.

Note 2: When the linktype is “pagenumber” and the user gives linkvalue as “Cover” then on clicking on such a toolbar icon, an error alert will appear “The page you attempted to navigate to is outside of the page range of this eBook”.

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19.4 Other Custom icons:

20 Enhanced Search Feature by Global Book ID and Book ID

Content Manager Search feature is enhanced by Global Book ID and Book ID. Now user can search a title by its Global Book ID and Book ID.

User can enter Global Book ID (Example CM12345678) and/or Book ID (Example 1234) and click on the search button.
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Please note that search on the basis of the Book ID will only work if the title has been successfully published to the Authoring Server.

The search result will also display the Book ID and Book Page Count along with other details like Action User, eBook-ISBN 10/13, workflow, Business Unit, Title, Author, Date of Action, Version and Status.

Following is the updated search result UI:
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21 Deletion of obsolete titles from Content Manager

Users having server access can delete obsolete titles from Content Manager. 

22 Enhanced Error Logs and notification email subject

23 Content Manager Test Harness (CM to Authoring only)
The goal is to prepare the report of title ingestion time in the Authoring server. Currently on average 20 titles are getting ingested in the Authoring sever. Six set of titles will be prepared. The name of titles are listed as given below with the number of titles and type of titles enclosed in bracket.
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Each title will be selected of high category i.e. greater than 1000 pages, 5k hotspot entries, 2k glossary entries, 2k audio text entries etc. A new page will be added in the Content Manager to initiate the ingestion of any set of titles. Following will be the basic design of this page.

1. There will be six check boxes with label as 1x, 2x and 5x

2. There will be "Initiate Processing" button and on the click of this button following activities will be performed on each titles of that group
· Prepare Assets

· Validate

· Upload And Publish

· Load Content Manager
A new page will be introduced in the Authoring utility pages to create the report of these titles.
24 Content Producer: CM user can choose authoring instance

As CM user, I want to choose authoring instance to publish from CM, so that I can publish some titles to Authoring R3.x, and other titles to Authoring R4.x.

Destination Authoring instance should default based on business unit.  CG defaults to CG Authoring server, all others default to the Authoring server.
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Example:  Existing title in online viewer or PSN viewer needs to update page image, but biz team does not want to upgrade to R4.x
25 Enhanced UI to facilitate ingestion of 1:1 and many: many replacement pages
Many times Content Producer finds issues (Eg: PDF rendering issue, Incorrect Page Number issue) during title review in Authoring Server. In order to fix such issues Content Producer reprocesses the whole title (All PDFs when processing of few PDFs are required) which takes lots of time as well as increases unnecessary load on Content Manager. 

To reduce the overall cycle time for PDF processing a new utility “Replace Selected Pages” has been introduced in Content Manager. In this utility Content Producer will be able to process selective PDFs only by entering desired page numbers.

25.1 Replace Selected Pages Workflow
1. One checkbox for “Replace Selected Pages” is added in Simpleebook and Standardebook tab.
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2. Content Producer has to check the checkbox for “Replace Selected Pages” if he/she wants to replace pages in the selected title. Following pop up will open on click of this checkbox
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3. In “Pages” text box Content Producer can enter single/multiple pages as comma separated. i.e. 1,2,3,4, T-1,II,BK-2 (pages should be present in Manifest XML) etc. In case page number is not valid then error message will be displayed having exact details of invalid page number.
4. In ‘‘Page Range” text boxes Content Producer can enter the page range as start page and end page values. Multiple page ranges can be entered by clicking on the ’+’ sign button and can enter multiple page range values. Extra page ranges can be deleted by clicking on “-“sign button if he/she has entered the page range by mistake. All the given page ranges should be present in bookinfo xml. If given page ranges are not valid then error message will be displayed.
5. After entering desired page numbers in Pages text box or page ranges textbox Content Producer will have to click on Update Manifest button.

6. Clicking on Update Manifest button will trigger following actions

· <page> tag will be added/updated in Manifest XML for all the pages & page range entered by user. 

a) For example if user has entered 1,2,3 in pages textbox and all 3 pages lie in same PDF T01_mgs11_TE_FL_Life_title_Book1.pdf then updated Manifest XML will have

To restore the original manifest user needs to check the “Process all chapters” checkbox and click on create button. Please note at a time user will be able to select only one checkbox i.e. if user selects “Process All Chapters” then by default “Replace Selected Pages” will get unselected and vice versa.
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25.3 Replace Selected Pages Validation Checks
Following Validation checks are applied in Replace Selected Pages Utility

1. By default both “Process All Chapters” and “Replace Selected Pages” will be unchecked.

2. At a time user will be able to select only one checkbox i.e. if user selects “Process All Chapters” then by default “Replace Selected Pages” will get unselected and vice versa.

3. All the pages should be valid against Manifest XML.

4. All the page ranges should be valid against BookInfo XML.

5. In case entered page number or page range are not valid then error message will be displayed having exact details of invalid page number or page range

6. Value of “replaceregions” in updated manifest xml will be same as the existing manifest.xml.
7. After successful update of Manifest XML optimized PDF Conversion for selected pages will be started, but if user does not wish to process swf, thumbnail and txt from optimized PDF then “Process from optimized PDF” checkbox should not be checked along with following checkboxes. The processing will be done from Source Hi-Res-PDFs.
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26 GUI to configure the Content Manager and Authoring Ingestion manifest
Often Content Producer is required to perform processing of selective spreadsheets or ingestion of selective XMLs or SWFs or iPad PDF into Authoring server. 
To achieve the same first manifest.xml is downloaded, required flags are updated then Content Producer uploads the updated manifest in the Content Manager FTP inside desired title location. 
The whole process is time consuming and erroneous (Some common errors include user uploads the manifest inside older version folder, uploads the file inside wrong directory, uploads the file inside correct directory but mistakenly drags and drops into another directory). To reduce the manual errors and complete cycle time a new utility has been added in Content Manager simpleebook and standardebook tab.
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26.1 Manage Manifest Workflow
1. In order to update the manifest flags Content Producer will have to click on the “Manage Manifest” button, it will open a pop up along with following details of the selected title.

2. CM will populate the flag values in Manage Manifest popup based on the manifest xml present inside latest version folder on CM FTP.

3. Content Producer can check or uncheck flags for both Content manager Manifest and Authoring Ingestion Manifest.

4. Following actions will be triggered when Update Manifest button will be clicked

· Update the Manifest XML on CM FTP according to the flag values checked or unchecked by Content Producer.

· Validate the Manifest XML.

5. User will be notified via email after successful or failed manifest update. The email body will have the link for log file so that user can download it and fix the error.
26.2 Manage Manifest Business Rules

1. Content Producer can edit all the flags except bookinfo flag in Authoring Ingestion Manifest part. Since it is a mandatory flag it is disabled and checked so that user can not update it from UI.

2. If any title is in progress then manifest will not be updated until the processing of this title is completed.

3. If Manifest XML for any particular title does not exist in FTP then following onscreen error message is displayed in manage Manifest popup.
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27 GUI to update Metadata elements in BookInfo XML

The metadata elements such as author details, copyright year, publisher name etc are required to be updated for each and every title ingested from Content Manager to Authoring.

Currently these details cannot be updated via spreadsheet ingestion; Content Producer updates these details by following two methods

Method 1: Downloads the Bookinfo xml from FTP and manually updates the values, after that uploads the bookinfo xml again.

Cons: Huge chances of manual error like extra whitespace; extra angular brackets can be mistakenly added in bookinfo xml which will cause DTD validation error.

Method 2: Ingests the title in Authoring Server, updates the metadata information there. 

Cons: If Content Producer wants to re create xmls or swf, thumbnail, txts for any particular pdf (s), then he/she has to first export the title from authoring, create self derivative and then perform desired xml and pdf processing tasks. If self derivative is not created from exported package all details updated in Authoring will be lost.

Both Method 1 and Method 2 are time consuming as well as error prone, to reduce the throughput and manual errors one utility “Manage Bookinfo” has been added in Content Manager simpleebook and standardebook tab.

27.1 Manage BookInfo Workflow

1. To enable Content Producers update metadata information one button “Manage Bookinfo” (circled in below screenshot) has been added in Content Manager simpleebook and standardebook tab.
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2. A pop up having editable fields (mentioned in details below) for all metadata elements will open on click of Manage Bookinfo button.
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3. Content Producer will be able to enter desired values in following popup window and clicking on “Update Bookinfo” button triggers following actions

i. Updates the Bookinfo XML on Content Manager FTP.

ii. Validates the updated BookInfo XML.

iii.  Trigger one email with link to download the bookinfo xml in case of success else trigger failure email with link to download the log file.

iv.  Close button will close the popup window.

3. If Bookinfo XML for any particular title does not exist in FTP then following onscreen error message is displayed in manage bookinfo popup.
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28 Ability to delete unnecessary folders from FTP

Content Manager PROD FTP has 4.3TB space allocated. Currently there are 5337 different titles present on CM PROD FTP. Though there is content cleanup utility which runs every week and deletes 150 days old files from FTP but this is not sufficient since Content Manager application is used heavily and intermediate PDFs (cropped-pdf, low-res-pdf) from Hi Res PDFs, offline packages, ebook export packages, older versions etc are generated and stored on FTP for further usages. Often the used space crosses 90% of the total available space. The title transformation starts failing once the used space reaches 98% since there is no space left for generated files.

Currently to free up immediate space on FTP Content Producer has to login to FTP and manually delete the content from FTP. This process is time consuming also very less space is freed.

28.1 Delete unnecessary folders from FTP Workflow

1. To delete unnecessary files and folders for any particular title from Content Manager FTP one button “Delete Previous Versions” is added.
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2. Clicking on “Delete Previous Versions” button will open following pop up
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This page will display following folders if they exist on FTP

i. All version folders

ii. ebookexport

iii. low-res-pdf

iv. cropped-pdf

v. optimized-pdf

vi. notneeded

vii. offline export folders (psn/ocas/cdrom)

3. Content Producer can check desired checkboxes and click on “Delete” button, a pop up will appear seeking user’s confirmation. 

4. Selected folders will be deleted from FTP after user’s confirmation and email will be sent to user having details of folders deleted from FTP, in case deletion fails then error details is sent to user in the Deletion failure mail.
28.2 Delete unnecessary folders from FTP Business Rules

1. Content Producer will not have provision to delete latest version folder from “Delete Previous Version” popup.
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2. Content Producer will not have provision to delete hi-res-pdf folder from “Delete Previous Version” popup.

3. Content Producer will not have provision to delete offlinepackages folder from “Delete Previous Version” popup.
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4. If any title is in progress Content Producer will not be able to delete its folders from “Delete Previous Version” popup.
29 Ability to Continue PDF processing after encountering errors

This enhancement is mainly focussed on improvement of log files generated by Content Manager. 

Currently CM generated log files have lot of unnecessary data which causes confusion to Content Manager Users. The actual error is overlooked by Content Producer which makes it difficult for them to debug the error. 

Content Manager lists down following errors in the log file

a. All the problematic PDFs (if any) whose size is greater than threshold size.
b. All the problematic SWFs (if any) whose size is greater than threshold size.
c. If PDF processing fails for one PDF, processing doesn’t stop and completes for all the pages and logs all the errors encountered during processing.

Following enhancements have been done as part of this requirement

1. The extension of log files has been changed from log to txt.

2. The notification emails will not have any attachments for Log files; instead of attachments there will be link to download the log files.
3. All the unnecessary information is removed from Log files, now only title details along with error details will be displayed.
4. The content of Log files is improved to make it more readable.

30 Ability to Optimize PDFs prior to Ingestion

In Content Manager Workflow layered source PDF causes following issues during PDF Processing. Mainly Curriculum and International Bus supply such source PDFs.

1. Some Source PDFs fail to pass threshold limit of 300MB during PDF Cropping and Splitting.
2. Some page level PDFs fail to pass the threshold limit of 25MB during PDF to SWF conversion.
3. Some created SWFs fail to pass the threshold limit of 2MB during SWF to Thumbnail generation.
4. Some created SWFs do not render as source PDF, sometimes SWFs have some extra dotted line, boxes etc.
5. Many times Content Manager crashes when such PDFs are processed.
In order to process such PDFs Content Producer seeks PDF expert’s help to remove following data from the problematic PDF

1. Unwanted junk data from source PDF

2. Layers from source PDF

3. Convert the vector images into raster images
To automate this cleanup of source PDF one step to create clean optimized PDF is added in the Content Manager PDF processing workflow. Content Producer can choose between hi-res-pdf and optimized pdf for SWF, Thumbnail and txt creation.

30.1 Optimize PDF Processing Workflow

1. One checkbox for creation of Optimized PDF has been added in simpleebook and standardebook tab.
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2. If user selects Process from Optimized PDF checkbox along with PDF Cropping, SWF, Thumbnail & Text, iPad PDF Processing generation checkboxes SWFs, iPad PDFs will be generated from Optimized PDF.
3. Content Manager first crops and splits the source PDFs into page level PDFs (inside cropped-pdf folder) then creates Optimized PDFs (inside optimized-pdf folder) from page level PDFs. 
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4. If all the optimized PDFs are physically present on FTP for source hi-res-pdfs then optimized PDFs will not be created again irrespective of checking or un checking the Process From Optimized PDF checkbox. Please note Content Manager will check for only those hi-res-pdfs which are mentioned in Manifest XML.
For example if Manifest XML has following entry and none of the pages of this PDF is having their optimized PDFs inside optimized-pdf folder then optimized pdf will be generated for all the pages belong to this PDF.

5. If Optimized PDFs are present on FTP and user does not check the Process from Optimized PDF checkbox then SWFs and iPad PDFs will be generated from source Hi Res PDFs only. In this case if user has already created optimized pdf then also SWFs and iPad PDFs will be generated from source Hi Res PDFs only.

30.3 Optimize PDF Processing Business Rules

Optimized PDF will be generated for only those PDFs which are present in Manifest XML but not present inside optimized-pdf folder.

2. If Content Producer wants to replace some of the PDFs then he/she should use replace pages utility. Please refer to Section 24 Enhanced UI to facilitate ingestion of 1:1 and many: many replacement pages.

31 Persist Title Selection from tab to tab in Content Manager UI

If user selects any title from work flow status tab then this selection will persist between all the tabs until user selects any new title from work flow status tab. 

For example User selects one simple ebook title from workflow status tab and clicks on Offline Packaging tab, all the fields will populate the selected title details
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Now user clicks on Simple ebook tab all the fields in simple ebook tab populates the selected title details.
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If user clicks on Standard ebook tab no title details will be populated since the selected title is a simple ebook title.
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32 Introduce higher level Access to Content Manager

33 Migrate eText Content into Subdirectories

In order to arrange existing titles inside Sub Business Units and specific directories one utility named “Migrate” has been introduced in Content Manager R4.3.4. Please note now onwards Content Producer has to run “Migrate” utility for existing titles and place his/her title inside appropriate directory before initiating title processing. 

For new title following will be the steps to initiate title Processing

1. Identify the sub business unit and directory you want to place your title in.

2. Check on Content Manager FTP if required sub business unit and directory are present or not.

i. If sub business unit and directory folders exist then place your title inside it.

ii. If sub business unit or directory folders do not exist then place your title inside business unit and log in to Content Manager. Navigate to simpleebook or standardebook tab and choose desired sub business unit and directory from dropdown menu and then click on migrate button.

iii. You will receive migrate successful or failure email with link to download the log file.

3. Initiate title processing.

These zoom areas after ingestion are visible in Authoring preview and viewer and user can easily navigate them.

To initiate the processing Content Producer has to check following checkbox and click on Create button.
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37.1 Prerequisites

1. Content Producer has to create a folder ‘zoom-area-pdf’ inside the ‘pdf’ folder (as shown below) and put the annotated pdfs here.
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2. The bookinfo.xml and manifest.xml should be present inside XML folder before initiating the zoomarea creation process.

3. In case XMLs are not created or present then Content Producer can initiate the xml processing simultaneously with Annotated PDF processing.
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4. Please note in case of Standardebook workflow bookinfo xml cannot be created in Content Manager, only manifest xml can be created. But in case of Simpleebook workflow these xmls can be created in Content Manager only.

5. On checking the ‘Process Annotated PDF’, these pdfs will be processed and respective zoominfo xml is created.

37.2 ZoomInfo XML creation

1. On selecting Process Annotated PDF checkbox zoominfo XML creation initiated. In case processing fails then user is notified via email along with error details.

2. On successful processing following two XMLs are created inside xml folder.
